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XIAMEN STONE FAIR 2019

Between March 6th and 9th, 2019, in Xiamen, Fujian Province, China, another edition of the Xiamen Stone Fair took place.

Considered the largest event in the natural stone sector, with a total exhibition area of approximately 180,000 m2 and approximately 2,000

exhibitors, this is also the largest natural stone-related event in Asia.

Since 2018, the exhibition area has reached 180,000 m2, which has been organized into 24 exhibition halls with clear functional areas:
Chinese Stone Area, Indoor Area, Machinery and Tools Area and International Area.

COVERINGS 2019

ASSIMAGRA's joint internationalization project took 19 companies to Orlando, Florida in the United States of America, as part of another
joint participation in the 2019 edition of COVERINGS, which took place between April 9th and 12th, 2019.

The United States of America market has been increasing its relevance for Portuguese companies, presenting very significant growth rates
since 2013, and currently occupies 4th place as a destination for Portuguese Natural Stone exports, with a turnover of around 22 million
euros (2018 data from the INE, although provisional), which represents a growth of almost 9% compared to the same figures for 2017.

This is one of the 3 main global fairs for the Natural Stone sector, alongside the Xiamen Stone Fair, already held this year, last month, and the
always traditional and important MARMOMAG, to be held in September.

Portugal, as has become customary, is investing heavily in its presence, and this year it also benefits from synergies in the construction
materials sector, through the participation of companies such as Cimenteira do Louro, KERION and RECER, which are also accompanying the
delegation, enhancing the implementation of joint internationalization projects.

According to the organization's data, this was a fair with nearly 1,100 exhibitors and almost 500,000 m2 of exhibition space. Almost 27,000
professionals from 90 different countries attended, representing an 8.6% increase.
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MARMOMAC 2019

The 2019 MARMOMACC fair was held in Verona, Italy, from September 25th to 28th of this year and had a very strong Portuguese presence,
unlike anything previously recorded. Seventy-three Portuguese companies participated in this edition, making Portugal the fourth-largest
company at the fair, trailing only Italy, which was "at home," China, and Turkey. This demonstrates an enormous commercial aggressiveness,
considering the size of the country itself, but also reflects the importance of Portuguese natural stone in the international landscape.

This fact is also a source of pride because the sector is growing year after year. Exports of Portuguese Natural Stone are growing at a rate well
above the average growth rate for Portuguese exports, essentially due to the promotion, appreciation, and commitment of companies and our
businesspeople to ensure this collective effort is successful.

It's also worth noting that we had a massive presence of Portuguese granite at this fair, which allows us to affirm that we now have a fully
diversified offering, ranging from marble to limestone, shale, and Portuguese granite. At the same time, and inline with this trend, we also had
avery strong presence from our technology development companies for the sector.

ASSIMAGRA, iniits joint participation delegation at this fair, supported by PORTUGAL2020 / COMPETE2020, brought with it 39 companies
offering materials, products and technology that make up the entire diversity of materials, products and solutions available in Portugal.

PROJECT SUMMARY

As part of PORTUGAL2020, Thematic Operational Program for Competitiveness and Internationalization (POCI), ASSIMAGRA is developing the joint
project INTERSTONE 2019/2020 (POCI-02-0752-FEDER-038085).

As a continuation project, INTERSTONE 2019/2020 seeks to reinforce efforts to improve the competitive capabilities of our companies by offering
favorable conditions for market access through the joint ASSIMAGRA project. This reflects the continuity of the promotion and competitiveness strategy
that ASSIMAGRA has been leading with demonstrated results, continuing to mobilize dozens of companies and industry players i this ongoing effort to
enhance external competitiveness.

OBJECTIVES AND RESULTS

ASSIMAGRA's main objective in its relationship with companies (it has more than 200 members) is to create initiatives/actions aimed at increasing
competitiveness in companies and in the territories where they operate, which, in this specific case, are mostly low-density territories.

Over theyears, the Association has sought to strengthen its capabilities. Beginning in 2000, it began promoting broader internationalization projects. Since
then, ASSIMAGRA has led the participation of Portuguese companies in various initiatives, such as MARMOMACC in Italy, an initiative exclusively
dedicated to the ornamental stone sector, and the Big 5 Show in Dubai. It also participates in initiatives led by other industry associations, such as Coverigs
i the USA, Mosbuild in Russia, and Interbuild in London, among many others. ASSIMAGRA joined the NATURAL STONE CLUSTER in 2008 (now the
MINERAL RESOURCES CLUSTER), and its internationalization initiatives began to represent this strategic axis of its action plans. With the launch of the
INTERSTONE projects, it adopted its own strategy to strengthen the competitiveness of companies and enhance the value of their products.

The strategy presented in this project will contribute to strengthening the export capacity of Portuguese companies in the mineral resources sector,
focusing on aspects of their international competitiveness, aiming at the st of actions proposed in INTERSTONE 2019/2020, increasing the notoriety of
companies and their products and services in international markets, thus contributing to the growth of exports of goods and services from the Mineral
Resources Cluster.

This project presents a set of innovative actions i relation to previous ones, marking i this context the participation in the 2019 and 2020 editions of the
Stone and Surface Saudi Fair, in the Saudi Arabian market, as well as the resumption of participation in Stone+Tec, in 2020.

In addition to these tools, the production of the Yearbook for 2019 and 2020 is also
planned, as well as a directory of companies in our sector. Concurrently, the biannual newsletter “Shaped By Nature: Portuguese Stone” will be produced,

aiming to produce content targeted at prescribers.

Two seminars will also be held (2019 and 2020) to present activities, as well as to present results and dissemination.
