[bookmark: _Hlk165559109]As part of the extension review of the steel safeguard measure, the Secretary of State for Business and Trade offered those UK downstream users who registered as interested parties the opportunity to meet with Ministers to express their views on the Trade Remedies Authority’s final recommendation. On 2 May 2024, Minister Hands and Minister Mak met with representatives from UK downstream users.

As part of the discussion, the attendees queried the need for a continued safeguard measure with respect to category 12(a). They also noted other challenges the steel industry currently faced, including a change in market conditions that could cause demand for steel imports in certain categories to rise, production shortages in the UK, and the lack of flexibility associated with certain elements of the Tariff Rate Quotas.
