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The scope of this review 
  
 

Goods subject to review  
 

This review covers certain heavy plate of non-alloy steel or other alloy steel exported 
from the People’s Republic of China described as:  
 
flat products of non-alloy or alloy steel (excluding stainless steel, silicon electrical 
steel, tool steel and high-speed steel),  

hot-rolled, not clad, plated or coated, not in coils,  

of a thickness exceeding 10 mm and of a width of 600 mm or more; or  

of a thickness of 4,75 mm or more but not exceeding 10 mm and of a width of 2 050 
mm or more. 

  
These heavy plates are currently classifiable within the following commodity codes 
7225 40 40, 7208 51 20 10, 7208 51 91 10, 7208 51 98 10, 7208 52 91 10, 7208 90 
20 10, 7208 90 80 20, 7225 40 40 00, 7225 40 60 10, 7225 99 00 30). These 
commodity codes are only given for information.   
  
In this pre-sampling questionnaire, these goods will be referred to as ‘the goods 
subject to review’. Any reference to ‘goods subject to review’ in this pre-sampling 
questionnaire refers to the goods description above, regardless of the commodity 
code under which they are exported.

This pre-sampling questionnaire asks for information about your company’s imports 
and sales of goods which are like the goods subject to review. Any reference to ‘like

The Trade Remedies Authority (TRA) will be carrying out a transition review of each 
trade remedy measure active under the EU system that the United Kingdom (UK) 
has decided to transition after EU exit. This transition review will consider whether 
the anti-dumping measure for certain heavy plate of non-alloy or other alloy steel 
from the People’s Republic of China is necessary or sufficient to offset dumping and 
whether there would be injury to the UK industry if that measure was removed.
