· Self-propelled track-laying (i.e., tracked) excavators with a 360° revolving superstructure and with an operating weight of 11,000 kg (i.e., 11 tons) or more.

These excavators are currently classifiable within the following commodity code 8429 5210 00. This commodity code is only given for information, and includes ‘mini’ excavators under 11 tons.  
 
In this pre-sampling questionnaire, these goods will be referred to as the goods concerned. Any reference to the goods concerned in this pre-sampling questionnaire refers to the goods description above, regardless of the commodity code under which they are exported.

[bookmark: _Hlk152931789][bookmark: _Hlk152931790]We do not agree with the Period of Investigation or the injury period. In accordance with section B.2 of the application the available reports on the market report in calendar years, much of the data is provided in calendar years and there is no good reason to adopt a POI for part way through the year. Furthermore, the year of 2022/2023 was anomalous in relation to inflation and the “cost of living crisis” which provides for difficulty in assessing injury for the period to the middle of 2023.
We are unaware as to why the goods have be defined to include a minimum tonne weight (the applicant also provides excavators below 11 tons) but no maximum ton weight. We also consider that maximum weight for the “Goods” should be set at 50 ton (being the largest of the UK manufactured excavators) so as to create comparable figures and ensure that both a minimum and maximum value are included in the description of the Goods. 
We request that the TRA carries out a “Scope Review” in accordance with Regulation 74 of The Trade Remedies (Dumping and Subsidisation) (EU Exit) Regulations 2019.
We confirm that the PRC exporter, Guangxi Liugong Machinery Co., Ltd, agree with the requested amendments to the Scope.

[bookmark: _Toc98925168][bookmark: _Toc106199703]The TRA uses Product Control Numbers (PCNs) to define and distinguish the different types of products that fall under the goods description above. 
PCNs, which come in the form of an alphanumeric code, help to create a categorisation system so that comparisons can be made between goods produced in the domestic UK market and those produced in foreign markets. 
Given the relatively low number of sales in the UK Excavator market and the large number of configurations available for purchase (e.g., air conditioning for the cab, dozer blades or not, and different sizes of track shoes), we consider it is not useful to add further PCNs. Instead, any differences in physical characteristics relevant to the calculations (e.g., any costly attachments or options) should be addressed through adjustments.
