[bookmark: _Toc184308438]Like goods

This investigation covers tin mill products exported from the People’s Republic of China (PRC), described as:

“Flat-rolled products, of iron or non-alloy steel, coated or plated with tin, whether or not coated with a plastic material and/or varnished (“tinplate”) and flat-rolled products, or iron or non-alloy steel coated with chromium oxides or with chromium and chromium oxides (also called electrolytic chromium coated steel or “ECCS”).

These tin mill products are currently classifiable within the following commodity codes. These commodity codes are only given for information.

The TRA has received an allegation that a Particular Market Situation (PMS) may exist in the tin mill industry in the PRC. 
The TRA has yet to make a determination in relation to this allegation. However where it is determined that a PMS exists and the effect of the PMS is that sales in the domestic market of the exporting country or territory do not permit a proper comparison between the like goods destined for consumption in the exporting country or territory and the goods concerned in our investigation, we would not consider the comparable price (the price of the goods, in the ordinary course of trade, destined for consumption in the exporting country or territory) appropriate to use for the purpose of determining their normal value. 
In such circumstances, the TRA may determine the normal value by determining the costs of production plus a reasonable amount for administrative, selling, and general costs and for profits. Adjustments may then be made to these figures using data from an appropriate representative third country.
We have provisionally selected Brazil as an appropriate representative third country in this investigation, should it be required.  
We are therefore inviting producers in Brazil to participate in the investigation and to provide certain sales and cost data which will help us: 

· Understand costs, manufacturing and sales for the like goods; and, 
· Compare the data against figures from the PRC. 
 
If a large number of producers of the like goods from Brazil complete this pre-sampling questionnaire, we will use the information each one provides to help us decide which companies we want to sample for further involvement. If you are sampled, we will send you a more detailed questionnaire to complete.
