	Community represents workers producing the goods and like goods in question, across the major steel producers and smaller, downstream producers which Community leads negotiations with as the largest union in the steel sector.  

The production of goods in question and – due to the interconnectivity of steel products and steelmaking production economics - the linked overall viability of UK steel producers has a direct impact on our members’ jobs, the local economies and communities they support, and the foundational role of domestic steel production for the UK economy as a whole.

	Developing country exemptions are a useful tool to support industry in developing countries with low volumes of imports, and to minimise red tape. The regulatory framework is, however, designed to curb imports that could harm domestic industry.  

Some countries are abusing these exemptions and using them to flood the UK market with imports harming domestic industry.  

We believe that these practices are costing the UK steel industry significant amounts of money. This challenge comes at a critical time for our members as the UK steel industry must remain profitable in order to facilitate the crucial investment in decarbonisation that the industry must make.

3. Please provide any information regarding imports of the goods subject to review during the POI. 

	UK import levels for the products under review decreased in total during the period of investigation, as did UK production and demand. Imports decreased by 33%; production decreased by 19%; and demand decreased by 27% (source: ISSB).  

Numerous causal factors contributed to the reduction in imports, in addition to the introduction of safeguards; the war in Ukraine and ensuing sanctions on Russia, disruption from the Covid-19 pandemic, and the UK’s exit from the European Union have all impacted global supply chains and lead times – therefore impacting import levels.

ii) expired. 

Please substantiate with evidence. 

	It is highly likely that steel imports into the UK will increase dramatically should the current safeguard measure be terminated, causing serious injury to UK producers and putting at risk the jobs of their workforces and the local economies and communities they support.

The latest OECD assessment[footnoteRef:1] of global steelmaking capacity finds that it continues to increase unrelentingly and often in pursuit of export markets. In 2022 alone, global steelmaking capacity increased by 32.1mmt to 2459.1mmt, the highest global capacity figure in history. Excess volumes will find their way into any market that leaves itself exposed and, such is the scale of the global excess capacity, even a small proportion of this excess material is enough to overwhelm the UK market and cause serious injury to UK producers.  [1: ] 


The continuing capacity crisis, coupled with the impacts of US Section 232 tariffs, mean the EU is likely to maintain its own safeguard measures until 2026. Consequently, with the US and EU markets protected, the UK would become a prime target for excess material and imports are bound to increase significantly without a safeguard in place.

This likely effect on import levels across all product categories, in the absence of safeguards, has been demonstrated with respect to bright bar (previously category 27) and wire (previously category 28). Following the removal of safeguard measures for these products, and in the context of continued EU safeguards, imports of wire into the UK have climbed above 2019 levels and imports of bright bar have nearly doubled since 2019 (source: ISSB). 

With the UK industry in a challenging state, facing a distorted and unlevel global market, an increase in imports resulting in a loss of domestic market share and supressed prices will cause serious injury to UK producers – impacting the viability of production plants, local economies, thousands of high-skilled and well-paying jobs, and the future of UK domestic steel production.

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6. Please comment on the likelihood of trade diversion to the UK, if the existing safeguard measure were to be removed. In particular, what impact, if any, would you expect trade measures, safeguards measures or other forms of trade control in third country markets to have on the UK market? 

	Should existing UK safeguard measures be removed, the UK will be exposed to trade diversion on multiple fronts – with volumes diverted from both the US and EU markets, which are likely to remain protected. 

The trifactor of poor global demand conditions, increasing global excess capacity, and trade defence measures in crucial markets (US and EU), mean conditions are ripe for surges in imports to the UK as surplus material will be diverted to unprotected markets. This would pose a significant risk to thousands of high-skilled jobs and to local communities and economies which steel producers support. 

The current US administration is showing no intention of removing Section 232 tariffs, which have worked well for US industry and are a popular measure domestically. Furthermore, given the direction of travel for US policy is towards more tariffs not fewer, any removal of Section 232 tariffs in future would likely be for them to be replaced by other tariffs and, therefore, trade diversion from the US market will continue to impact the UK market.

The European Commission confirmed in June this year, in its interim review, that EU safeguards will be maintained until June 2024 [footnoteRef:2] and it seems likely they will be further extended to 2026 in the upcoming extension review. The Commission referenced the further increase in global steelmaking capacity and the continued risk of trade diversion as a result of US Section 232 tariffs (the main causal factors leading to the introduction of the measures in the first place). Additionally, given the carbon border adjustment mechanism (CBAM) will be fully implemented in 2026, it seems likely the EU will choose to provide a smooth transition for its market from one measure to another and so will retain safeguards until 2026. [2: ] 


With global steelmaking capacity continuing to increase, surplus material will continue to look for export markets to be directed to. With the US and EU markets protected, the UK would become an obvious recipient of trade diversion and exposed to a significant increase in imports. 

We are deeply concerned about the impact this would have on the UK steel industry, the communities and local economies it supports, the thousands of well-paying jobs it provides, and the foundational role it plays underpinning the UK economy – especially in its transition to Net Zero.

	The UK industry is in a vulnerable position and highly susceptible to injury in the event of an increase in imports. To the extent that the measure has helped level the playing field, in a global market rife with distortions and governments subsidies, and protected the UK market from an increase in imports, it has reduced serious injury. 

Safeguard measures have been a necessary, but insufficient, remedy in addressing the distorted and unlevel global steel market which domestic producers operate in.

Provide evidence to support your conclusions including what the cause of this injury would be.

	Removing UK safeguards when the US and EU maintain their own measures would signal that the UK welcomes any surplus diverted steel that other markets are shielding themselves from. The continuing capacity crisis, coupled with the impacts of US Section 232 tariffs, mean the EU is likely to maintain its own safeguard measures until 2026. In this context, with the US and EU markets protected, the UK would become a prime target for excess material and an increase in imports is highly likely without a safeguard in place. 

Without safeguards, excess volumes will find their way into any market that leaves itself exposed and result in a loss of domestic market share and supressed prices which will undoubtedly cause serious injury to UK producers.

At an industry level, it should be noted that the steel industry in the UK currently has significant unused capacity. Removal of safeguards resulting in an increase in imports and a loss of domestic market share undermines the opportunities that increasing capacity of the UK industry could deliver - including greater profitability but also the potential for the creation of highly paid jobs and the foundation for local economies and communities. Additionally, termination of safeguards at this time would undermine the steel sector’s decarbonisation trajectory, necessary for the long-term sustainability and viability of UK domestic steel production in line with the national Net Zero ambition.

	In recent years, the UK steel industry has faced a series of formidable challenges. The Covid-19 pandemic, the energy crisis stemming from the conflict in Ukraine and ensuing sanctions on Russia, followed by the and more recent impact of high inflation and interest rates on end-use demand.

A significant challenge has been the growing disparity in the cost structure confronting steel manufacturers worldwide, particularly concerning energy and carbon expenses. The UK has been particularly affected by the recent energy crisis, and also bears carbon costs which the vast majority of global counterparts do not incur. This exacerbates the uneven playing field for UK-based steel companies and offers exporters an unfair advantage in undercutting our market.

Soaring energy costs have led to reduced production and diminished demand in both the UK and Europe. In 2022, the overall steel production in the UK tumbled to its lowest level since the Great Depression, reaching 6 million tonnes, marking a 17% decline from the previous year[footnoteRef:3]. This information will be used to assess whether maintaining the existing safeguard measure is in the economic interest of the UK as part of the Economic Interest Test. Provide evidence to support your conclusions. 

	The continuation of safeguard measures is vital, given the enormous risk trade diversion and increased imports pose to the industry and the likelihood of serious injury to UK producers as a result. 

The UK steel industry directly employs 39,800 people across the UK and a further 50,000 in its high-value supply chains; high-skilled and well-paid jobs which would be at risk if the viability of domestic steel companies is compromised. While the UK steel industry faces wider challenges, a surge in imports – following any removal of safeguards - would significantly damage the sector and the local communities and economies it supports.

Research undertaken by Community, speaking with our members within the steel industry clearly shows the importance of steel jobs to their communities[footnoteRef:4]: [4: ] 

· 88% of respondents told us they were the main earner in their household, and 52% had other family members working in the steel industry or the supply chain. 
· 94% told us they were proud to be a steelworker and 90% told us they believed that “the future of my local community relies on the future of the steelworks”.

Failure to support this domestic industry, leaves important sectors (everything from construction and public transport, national infrastructure, defence, energy pipelines, household goods, food packaging, and medical, industrial, and agricultural equipment) vulnerable to the fluctuations and distortions of global supply chains. Letting the safeguards expire at this time, would also imperil the steel sector’s decarbonisation trajectory and also undermine wider efforts to transition to a Net Zero economy. Steel is used in every single technology that a green economy relies on, from wind turbines and solar panels to electric vehicles and hydrogen infrastructure - it is vital to our national economic ambitions to reach Net Zero.

The importance of UK steel for jobs, businesses, and livelihoods and for the future of UK economy cannot be stressed enough.
