	The investigation covers two products, FAME and HVO. FAME is typically produced via transesterification. Feedstocks can either be oilseed crops (such as rapeseed oil, soybean oil and palm oil) or waste lipids (such as used cooking oil (UCO)).  HVO uses the same feedstocks as FAME plants to produce the finished biofuel. UK consumption of FAME and HVO is predominantly waste based.

Indonesian production volume in 2023 was 13bn litres, around 11.5m tonnes (source S&P global;https://www.spglobal.com/commodity-insights/en/news-research/latest-news/agriculture/020224-indonesias-december-biodiesel-production-rises-7-exports-jump-trade-body) most of which was palm oil based. This type of FAME is known commercially as “PME”.

Price is generally determined by the physical properties of the FAME specifically on sulphur and CFPP along with the sustainability documents assigned to each batch. Using publicly available UK/EU quotes, PME is approximately $200/mt cheaper than UCOME for the POI. This would be higher when factoring in the Indonesian subsidy.

	Indonesian produced FAME uses palm oil as a feedstock whereas we use waste-based feedstocks to produce our biodiesel. Palm oil derived biofuels generate one certificate per litre in the UK and waste-based feedstocks generate 2 RTFCs per litre. 

The CFPP of PME is around +10 degrees (Celsius) whereas UCOME is around 0 degrees.

	FAME is predominantly used in road transport in the UK. It’s occasionally used in pure form in HGVs but is predominantly blended with fossil diesel and supplied as B7 (EN590) diesel.
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2. Provide a general description of the nature of competition within the overall UK market for the goods subject to review and the like goods. 

	The UK has a blending mandate called the Renewable Transport Fuel Order (RTFO). The RTFO obligates fossil fuel suppliers to surrender RTFCs to the government to discharge their obligation. Obligated parties can either blend biofuels, including FAME, to create certificates buy certificates from other parties or pay the buy-out to government for the amount they are short to meet their obligation.

UK fuel suppliers will buy FAME directly in the UK or look to import, mostly from the EU as the UK market uses EU pricing.
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3. How price-sensitive is demand for the goods subject to review and like good? In other words, to what extent will the overall demand for biodiesel change in response to changes in price?

	The UK biodiesel market is competitive, with prices following EU and internationally set prices. The biodiesel prices (and production margins) are set by demand and supply fundamentals and the UK follows the EU market price mechanisms.

Biodiesel prices in the EU in general depend on the demand created by mandates and regulations. The current prices for FAME are fluctuating as they are made up of several components. As a fuel the base price is made up of gasoil. On top of that there is a premium for the biofuel that is specific to the type of biodiesel produced. As a traded commodity these follow indexes and the different premiums for biofuel are depending on the quality specs (mainly CFPP and Sulphur). The final price is a matter of supply and demand and will be set following negotiation. 

The UK biofuel blending mandate (RTFO) is increasing annually meaning more biofuels need to be blended as a % of fossil fuel supplied. Recently, UK FAME demand has been weak due to subsidised US HVO imports. If Indonesian tariffs were removed, the subsidised Indonesian FAME would be imported in significant quantities impacting UK/EU FAME demand.
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4. Do consumers buy from the cheapest producer, or are there other factors that influence their decision such as quality and service?

	Price is an important factor but so is reliability of supply, i.e. the FAME purchased is available or delivered on time and on specification (meeting EN14214). 
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5. To what extent is it feasible for producers to change their level of production in response to changing market conditions such as increases in prices?

	Plants can invest in technology to increase the daily throughput of raw material and increase the output of FAME or HVO. These investments and improvements can take some time and vary from one project to another.
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6. Provide a general description of the trends and drivers of demand within the UK market for the goods subject to review and the like goods, including causes of demand fluctuations and any factors contributing to overall market growth or decline.

	The UK market predominantly consumes biodiesel made from waste feedstocks however there is some crop based biodiesel consumed as well. The UK has crop caps which limits the amount of crop based biofuel permitted to be counted towards the UK RTFO mandate. Crop based feedstocks are primarily used in ethanol production and with a minimum required ethanol content of 5.5% in E10 gasoline there are limited alternatives. Total biodiesel blending in the UK has been limited in the last years due to imports of HVO predominantly from USA where suppliers have benefitted from the US blenders credit subsidy. Cheap crop based biodiesel, imported from Indonesia would impact domestic sales in the UK and negatively affect plant margins leading to reduced production rates and possibility of plant closures.
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7. What are the major distribution and marketing channels within the UK market for the goods subject to review and the like goods?

	The UK sells its biodiesel either directly into the UK or sometimes in the Amsterdam, Rotterdam, Antwerp (ARA) regions. 
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8. Who are the general users/consumers/customers within the UK market for the goods subject to review and the like goods?

	FAME blended with fossil diesel in the UK is for road transport use predominantly, whether that be passenger cars (via fuel sold in forecourts) or in HGVs. 
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9. Do the goods subject to review and like goods compete directly with one another?

	Yes they can both be blended with fossil diesel and supplied as road fuel.
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10. Provide a general description of any government regulations or tax incentives affecting the production or sale of the goods subject to review and the like goods. 

	To our knowledge the subsidy system in place in Indonesia still exists. This is known as the “Biodiesel Subsidy Fund”. This fund provides money to operators in Indonesia including producers. The monies are collected via export taxes on crude palm oil (CPO) and derivatives including biodiesel.

In the UK, fuel suppliers are obligated under the Renewable Transport Fuel Obligation (RTFO). The RTFO obligates fuel suppliers to meet their mandate by blending biofuel into fossil fuel and supplying to market or by buying certificates (RTFCs) from other parties. The RTFO creates a demand for biofuels in the UK, mainly for FAME, HVO, bioethanol.
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11. Provide a general description of developments in technology affecting the characteristics, demand or the production process of the goods subject to review and the like goods.

	Most FAME producers in Europe use transesterification as the conversion method. Transesterification is a relatively simple conversion method that converts oils, fats, greases into long-chain mono-alkyl esters and uses methanol in the reaction to produce the FAME. Some plants conduct a distillation step to reduce sulphur levels but this is time consuming and energy intensive meaning it’s more expensive to distil the FAME.
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12. Are there any goods which could be substituted for the goods subject to review and the like goods?

	HVO is an alternative to FAME biodiesel and a ‘like good’ which could be used instead of the goods subject to review or like goods. Development diesel, a UK definition for advanced fuel that’s produced not using waste oils/fats and can be blended to 25% to meet EN228 or EN590 specs, is the only other alternative but volumes of this fuel type are extremely low. In 2023, the DfT Biofuel Statistics report showed that 53m litres of development fuel was consumed compared to 1.9bn litres of FAME and HVO.
