To Whom It May Concern:

We write to you as an interested party in relation to TQ0066.  Please accept this as an addition to our submission already made on 24th March.

Regarding CAT 4, metallic coated sheets and coils, in our initial submission we stated:
HDG in thickness ≥2.6mm, certain structural HDG grades, certain coating masses etc. then these products are only available to the UK market through imports.  We would once again advise the TRA that these products that are unavailable from the UK producer, are erroneously and unfairly included in the TRQ safeguards already in place and further restrictions will result in more hardship for UK service centres, stockholders and industry whilst they would cause zero injury to the UK producer.  
These comments related specifically to standard hot dipped galvanised sheets and coils.  However, our investigations have revealed to us that CAT 4 also includes niche metallic coated products to include Aluminised coated coil and Aluzinc coil.  The local producer does not offer these 2 products, therefore there is no reason to include them in CAT 4.  The precedence already exists in so much as Electro-Zinc metallic coated steel coil is not included in CAT 4, nor does the local producer offer it as a product.  Further, CAT 2, Cold Rolled coil has recently been removed from the TRQ system as the local producer will no longer offer this product.  Therefore, there is no reason or logic to include niche and important steel products such as Aluminised coated steel coils and Aluzinc coils in CAT 4, they should be removed entirely.  These products cause no injury to the local producer and if the CAT 4 quota was revised in any way (which it should not for reasons already given), then these products will be unfairly and needlessly squeezed out of the supply chain which in turn would cause serious market disruption across a variety of industries, not least automotive.
