REPRODUCED BELOW IS OUR INITIAL SUBMISSION WHICH FORMS PART OF OUR INTEREST/CONCERN IN THIS CASE:

We believe that the quota for Category 1, Other Countries, requires urgent review.

Specific quotas for Category 1 are allocated to imports from the EU (the bulk of the quota), Turkey, Taiwan and Residual (also called ‘other countries’).  Other countries includes India.

We believe that when setting quotas, the government, under advice from the TRA, takes account of the historic import pattern.

It so happens that one non-traditional importer, a UK mill, Tata Steel - for whose sector import quotas were established to protect them from a surge in imports - has started utilising all available quota under Category 1, other countries, for imports of hot rolled coil from India.  As a result, traditional importers – whether sourcing from India or other ‘other countries’ fear that they are or will be unable to import this product without incurring a 25% duty. If this was a one-off occurrence it might be possible for the trade to accept it.  However, members report that it has applied for more than one quarter.

Pending a restoration of the usual import pattern, we believe that in the exceptional circumstances that now apply, the issue might be resolved if you either introduced a new import category code for Tata Steel’s own domestic use or you increased the quota to a more realistic level.  Alternatively, you might exempt imports of UK steel producers from the quotas and merge the quotas for EU, Turkey, Taiwan and ‘other countries’ into one separate category.

We are aware that an ISTA Member has also made representations to you regarding the inadequacy of Category 1, other countries quota.  

We ask that Category 1 and the applicable quotas should be reviewed/increased – in the interests of all in the supply chain.
