Our considered view is that Tata Steel UK’s ability to manage the transition in an orderly fashion, plus the limitations they will encounter with certain areas of UK logistics (particularly relating to steel slabs) from ports to road haulage, are both factors in our expectation for increased import requirements of Hot Rolled Coil.
